Any objections or suggestions received from any person will respect to the said draft rules before the expiry of the
aforesaid period will be considered by the Central Government.

Draft Rules
1. (1) These rules may be called the Copyright (Amendment) Rules, 2019;
2. In the Copyright Rules, 2013 (herein after referred to as the principal rules),-

() In clause (b) of sub-rule (1) of rule 2, for the words “a Copyright Board as defined in sub-section (1) of ” shall
be substituted by the words “the Appellate as provided in”;

3. In the principal rules, in Chapter II, for the title words “THE COPYRIGHT BOARD” shall be substituted by the
words “THE APPELLATE BOARD”.

4. In the principal rules, for the existing rule 3, the following rule shall be substituted, namely-
“3. Appellate Board —

(1) The Chairman and other members of the Board shall be appointed as per the provisions of the Trade Marks
Act, 1999;
